Commission Meeting Schedule and Location 

 

The Fire Commission will meet regularly on the 2nd and 4th Wednesday of each month at San 

Francisco City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, San Francisco, CA 94102. The second 

Wednesday in Room 416 at 9:00 a.m. and the fourth Wednesday in Room 400 at 5:00 p.m.

Remote Public Participation and Comment 

 

It is possible that the Fire Commission may experience technical challenges that interfere with 

the ability of members of the public to participate in the meeting remotely.
